Circulate the air often by opening the win-
dows at the same time, so as to awaken the 
energy.

To understand if our home has good energy, 
we must first make sure that the energy (Chi) 
arrives!

same, we use a large doormat, or a plant.

The windows are also important, and must 
always be kept clean, since they represent 
the „eyes“ of the house, and are used to see 
what the future holds, if they are clear we will 
always have our objectives clear. Inside the 
house, the Chi must be able to circulate and 
nourish all the rooms, so care must be taken 
that there are no parts that remain outside

find your space
Don‘t always change your position, look for 
a special space for yourself, you will need 
it to separate the home-work mood. Just a 
support surface for the PC, use the vertical 
space with a blackboard for memos and 
the to-do list, or a shelf on which to place 
the things related to your work.

desk position
Try to have your back „protected“, towards 
the wall (if you can‘t make sure your chair 
has a backrest), and have an open view of 
the room in front of you.
This is very important, because if you turn 
your back to the room and look at a wall, 
you don‘t know what‘s going on behind 
you, and this keeps your most instinctive 
side on guard, not allowing you to focus 
100%. Furthermore, what you look at in 
front of you represents your future, especial-
ly if your work is creative, planning, you 
need your sight to wander and fly in search 
of inspiration, and not look at a blank wall.

no workspace in the room
Don‘t cut out the workspace in the bed-
room, they are two opposite functions!
Working with the sight of the bed, the 
sensation would not be the best, because 
sleeping is the most Yin function, that is 
linked to the night, to rest, to the dark, and 
the room transmits this type of energy, you 
will struggle to be productive.
On the other hand, sleeping in the room 
where you work means that the last thing 
you see before closing your eyes is a 
desk overrun with work and you certainly 
wouldn‘t have a peaceful rest!

Work is a daily activity, linked to Yang 
energy, energy of activity, light, movement, 
for these reasons the two functions should 
not be put together.

It is different for the kids, who obviously 
have the study area in their room, their 
growing energy uses the night to recharge 
and the day to grow, the study is part of 
their training and growth, a piece of ad-
vice: try to outline some way the part of 
the room with the bed for rest and the part 
with the study area (or play area if it is a 
question of younger children).

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Dr. Micallef holds a doctorate from 
the University of Malta (1984) and 
of London (LSE, 1990). He has 30 
years’ experience as an international 
lawyer across Europe, the US and 
the Middle East. We had the honor 
of interviewing him on his last visit 
to Zurich.

How would you describe yourself?

I am an international corporate lawyer but the label “international legal concierge” 
is equally accurate. In reality my role is to assist clients doing business in various 
jurisdictions by co-ordinating legal and strategic advice.

What are the most important characteristics of a commercial lawyer who 
is successful on an international level?

In brief one requires an ability:

• to identify and exclude the irrelevant in complex transactions;

• to articulate a client‘s position in as precise a form as a sculptor shapes his next 
work because words make all the difference; 

• to approach a problem in a flexible and open-minded manner;

• to speak English fluently as it is the lingua franca of today‘s business world and 
of all international legal transactions;  

• to make the best possible use of time and to manage it successfully;  

• to be available 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.

Are there other „secret abilities“?

Well, there is one other very important skill that an international corporate lawyer 
should have, even if it comes with time and personal experience. It is the ability 
to provide the client with a ‘tailor-made service, taking into account the different 
foreign environments and cultures. Indeed, personal and business networks are 
very important.

How would you classify your clients?
 
My clients are intelligent successful business individuals who own and manage 
groups of companies in several countries and on several continents.

How do you accomplish your tasks?

My main job is usually the achievement of a goal. That goal ranges from reaching 
an agreement to achieving a solution to a problem, no matter how simple or com-
plex it is and no matter how many legal systems are involved. It is my job to make 
it happen! Of course, it is less difficult when you have a 360 degree mindset and 
are able to analyze facts from different angles, especially when you have an in-
ternational cultural perspective. An excellent team of professionals help me across 
Europe and the Middle East.

Are there any important lessons you have learnt over the past thirty years 
of practice?

• First, international transactions should be fashioned with a strategy in mind 
which does not focus solely on legal issues but one that makes commercial sense.

• Second, you have to study your counterpart on the basis of the information 
available to you, no matter how limited it is. The analysis must take into account 
background, training, successes or failures and «forma mentis».

• Third, never interrupt your interlocutor no matter how at odds you are with what 
is being said. Interruptions are rude and can be very expensive.

• Fourth, never lose sight of the goal. Never close all doors and windows until it 
is absolutely clear that no solution can be found and only experience teaches you 
when you can make that call.

What projects do you have for the future?

More than ever before, the world is in constant change. The Covid pandemic 
will have some irreversible effects on how business is conducted and the age of 
political correctness will leave a devastating legacy for future generations. This will 
mean more work for lawyers especially in international commerce. 

As I approach the latter part of my career I have no plans to retire. On the con-
trary, I plan to open a new office in Europe but I am not rushing to disclose the 
jurisdiction just yet.

The islands experienced a golden age in 
the Neolithic, the remains of which are the 
mysterious megalithic temples dedicated 
to the goddess of fertility. Later came the 
Phoenicians, Carthaginians, Romans and 
Byzanthines - they all left their mark on the 
islands.

In the year 60 AD. Saint Paul was ship-
wrecked off the islands on his way to 
Rome and brought Christianity to Malta. 
The Arabs conquered the islands in 870 
and left an important imprint in the Maltese 
language. Until 1530, Malta was part of

sioned by the knights to decorate churches, 
palaces and residences.

In 1798 Napoleon Bonaparte took over 
Malta from the knights on his way to Egypt. 
However, the presence of the French on the 
islands was short-lived: the English, called 
for help by the Maltese against the French, 
set up a blockade of the islands in 1800. 
British rule on Malta lasted until 1964, the 
year of independence. Malta adopted the 
British administrative, educational and leg-
islative system. Malta became a republic 
in 1974 and a member of the European 
Union in May 2004.
